The 32™ annual conference of Ethological
Society of India (ESI) and the National
Symposium on fish behaviour is being organized
by the Central Institute of Fisheries Education
(C.I.LF.E), Mumbai and the Indian Fisheries
Association (IFA) during 16" -17" October 2008.

The annual conference of ESI will focus on
recent contributions by Indian Ethologists in the
fields of social behaviour, chronobiology,
reproductive and sexual behaviour, foraging,
animal communication, neuroethology,
learning and memory, physiology of behaviour,
behavioural ecology, conservation of
biodiversity, and anthropogenic problems in
zoos and sanctuaries.

The National Symposium on Fish Behaviour will
encompass behavioural pattern of all aquatic
vertebrates and invertebrates. Aquatic animals
including fishes respond well to the
environmental cues such as photoperiod,
temperature, lunar periodicity, water quality
parameters and presence of predators and
parasites. They have also shown adaptive
behaviour and difference in mating pattern in
the course of evolution. Behaviour provides a
concrete linkage of physiology and ecology of an
organism and its environment. Behaviour is
quantifiable sequence of actions occurring
through nervous systems, and is also linked to
genetic, biochemical, and physiological
processes of the organism. These processes will
lead to the specific feeding and reproductive
behaviour, communication and migratory
behavior and also predator avoidance.
Behaviour allows an organism to adjust to
external and internal stimuli in order to meet

the challenge of surviving in a changing
environment, as in the case of captive breeding
and rearing of aquatic animals. It is also the
result of adaptations to environmental
variables including physical, chemical, social
and physiological variables. In the course of
these adaptations, the conservation of stable
behavioural patterns provided survival and
reproductive success in various habitats. The
methods and techniques for studying fish
behaviour in their natural environment have
advanced in recent years through the
development of underwater cameras,
submarines, diving chambers etc. Fish
behaviour is generally considered to devise
fishing gears for catching particular fish
species.

Papers are invited for oral and poster
presentations. The editorial committee will
decide the form of presentation. There will be
invited lectures by eminent scientists in the
field of behavioural studies.

SUBMISSION OF PAPERS

Abstracts not exceeding 300 words along with
the registration fee to be sent to the Convenor
on or before 15" September 2008.The hard copy
should be accompanied by electronic version
typed in MS word format with 1.5 line spacing
having 1.5 cm margin all around. The abstract
should have a title in caps, bold with Times New
Roman font size 14 followed by Author's name,
address and e-mail, in font size 12. Abstract
should depict a brief objective followed by

major results and interpretations. At the end of
the abstract there should be keywords limited
to a maximum of five.
