ICAR- Central Institute of Fisheries Education, Aquaculture Division, Mumbai, 

organized a three days Skill development Training-Programme on “Fish breeding and seed 

production to fish farmers of Imphal west district" in collaboration with Department of 

Fisheries, Imphal West at Yurembam Village, Imphal West District, Manipur during 13-15th 

February, 2023. The program was organized under the supervision of Dr. Sukham Munilkumar, 

Head of the Division. A total Fifty farmers from Yurembam Village including one fisheries 

society (Yurembam Pisciculture Co-operative Society with 34 members) participated the 

event. Theme of the training is to skilled the breeder from traditional Happa breeding 

technology to improvised circular hatchery technology for large scale fish seed production to 

fulfil requirement at district level as well as the state. The training program was initiated with 

the release of an extension bulletin on the “Induced breeding of Indian major carp and minor 

carps” in English along with three leaflet 1). Three tier larval rearing system of magur 2). 

Breeding and seed production of Pengba 3). Broodstock development and reproduction of 

magur. The training co-ordinator, Dr. Thongam Ibemcha Chanu, Scientist, ICAR-CIFE 

detailed about the training program and breeding and seed production of IMC and Catfish and 

their hatchery management. The program was also enlightened by the presence of the expert,
