A report on National Official Language Seminar

National Official Language Seminar on the Role of Official Language Management in
the Concept of Developed India

ICAR-Central Institute of Fisheries Education, Mumbai organized a National Official
Language Seminar on the topic “Role of Official Language Management in the Concept of
Developed India” during 21-22 April 2024 at its Kolkata Centre. The inaugural ceremony of
this two-day National Official Language Seminar was organized on 21.04.2024, in which
Dr. B.K. Das, Director, ICAR-Central Inland Fisheries Research Institute, Barrackpore,
Kolkata was the Chief Guest. Dr. Ravishankar C.N., Director and Vice Chancellor of the
Institute presided over the program. Dr. Tapas Kumar Ghoshal, Head, Kolkata Centre and
Jagdeesan A.K., Joint Director (OL) of the Institute were also present in the program.

The Chief Guest said that the augmentation of mother tongue is necessary for the rapid growth
of a country. He said that many countries of the world like China and Japan have come in the
category of developed countries only by giving importance to mother tongue. He also said that
the knowledge acquired through mother tongue will remain in the mind forever. He urged the
scientists and other participants write research papers and books on scientific subjects in simple
Hindi, which even the common farmer can understand. Start working in Hindi gradually. We
normally give more time to learning or working in English, now try to give a little time to learn
Hindi too. Nowadays, work can be done easily in Hindi even using artificial intelligence. Hindi
is important for national unity and to bring a sense of belonging among people. There is a
misconception in the mind that we know English better, but the reality is far from it. More
attention should be paid to training and capacity building for working in Hindi. Hindi also has
an important role in realizing the concept of Ek Bharat, Shreshtha Bharat.

In his presidential address, the Director and Vice Chancellor of the Institute, Dr. Ravi Shankar,
C.N. said that there are many languages in India, but Hindi plays an important role in
maintaining the unity of the country. Apart from this, Hindi has also made its mark as the link
language of the country. He urged all the participants to adopt Hindi wholeheartedly. He further
said that Hindi has developed as an official language, but there is much more scope. This
seminar has been organized for this purpose. With regard to the development in some fields,
India is not less than any other country. If we consider the fisheries sector, India is at the
forefront. Similarly, Hindi should also develop. New techniques of fisheries should reach the
fishermen. For this, various technical information should be available in Hindi and other Indian
languages. If India has to be seen as a developed country, then Hindi also has an important role
init.
